For over 70 years, the Mountaineer Boys State program has been teaching young men about 

West Virginia government and the importance of good Citizenship. 

This packet contains all the information that your son will need to attend Boys State.  Prior to arriving at 

camp, your son will need to have the enclosed Medical Certificate completed and notarized.  He 

cannot attend camp without it. 

You will also find enclosed an information packet about the program, the law lecture which your son 

should read prior to camp, and a list of the regional orientations.  You and your son are requested to 

attend one to familiarize yourself with the program.  Please take the time to review this packet of 

information with your son prior to the orientation session you select to attend.  Please note that The 

American Legion Boys State Board of Directors voted to ban automobiles being driven to camp by 

Citizens.  Mountaineer Boys State is a very intense program and the Board made this decision out of 

concern for the safety and well-being of the boys on their drive home.   

Finally, you will find a statement for you to sign acknowledging that you have received the packet and 

reviewed its contents.  You will also note that the program is for the full week and the boys are 

expected to remain for the duration of the program.  You will be liable to The American Legion for all or 

part of the program fee of $200.00 if your son fails to show up without notifying us prior to the program 

or if he departs prior to the end of the program.  Please sign the statement and bring it to the 

orientation session you elect to attend.
